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Simple Steps To Help Improve Your Home Security

If you are a DIY (do it
yourself) home owner,
there are several simple
things you can do to help
fortify your house against
the most common type of
crime in Frisco: property
crime. (Even if you’re not a
DIY home owner, you can
hire a handy man or secu-
rity specialist!) Here are
few things you can do to
make things harder on a
criminal:

Door construction: First,
and foremost, you should
have a quality solid core
door for each entry at least
1 3/8 inches thick. Next, if
your door is a panel type
construction, check it peri-

odically to ensure the joints
are still intact. If the pan-
els have come unglued,
have split or rotted, it is
time to replace the door.

Reinforce your door frames:
If your doors meet the
minimum standards above,
the next weakest point is
the door frame. The door
frame should be solidly
anchored to the frame of
the house using a 3“ mini-
mum length screw. This is
especially true of the strike
plate. The strike plate
should be quality metal
and secured to the struc-
tural frame of the house.

Do you know who is at your
door? If someone knocks
on your door and you can-
not determine if you know
the person, you should not
open the door. A 190° peep
hole will allow you to view
the visitor’s face and quite
possibly their vehicle if
present.

Remember, it is not practi-
cal to prevent all crime.
However, you can take
steps to make your dwell-
ing a little bit tougher to
get into. If your house is
too tough to break into, the
burglar is going to move
onto a different target.
